	I. MAIN ETHNOGRAPHIC FIELD RESEARCH PRODUCTIONS

Ethnography of the Northern Tutchone Athapaskan Indians in the Yukon Territory (Central Yukon at the border of Alaska and Western Canada, to the south of the Arctic Circle).

This long-term field research initiated in 1972-1974 is still an ongoing endeavor. It is complemented with an ethnohistorical study of manuscript documents in the National Archives of Canada, the Yukon Archives, the Bancroft Archives in Berkeley, the Smithsonian Institution in Washington, the Hudson Bay archives in London, as well as other selected institutions (1848-52, 1883-1940). Today, the ethnographic corpus of data counts over 7,000 typed pages. It covers subjects as varied as the ecological year-round cycle, technology, demography, spatial distribution and size of bands, production, distribution and exchange, kinship and marriage in a matrilineal and matrilocal context, descent and inheritance rights of goods and power positions, political and juridical relationships, gender relations, shamanism, rituals, mythology, worldview, acculturation processes, colonialism, etc. Having been the only anthropologist working with the Northern Tutchone people, this data bank offers the only documents available on the culture of the three Northern Tutchone first nations which inhabit, since at least 5000 years ago, what has only recently become Canada.
